Fourth: Bank Loan Bids

details about the bank loan interest rate bids for the TAN up to $450,000.00.  

She stated that she received two loan interest bids - one from Ameris Bank and 

one from Planters First and they are both 2.05%. 
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Mayor Horace Hudgins called for a motion. 

Motion by Councilwoman Mona Paulk and 2nd by Councilman Lemora Moses  

to make the Tax Anticipation Note (TAN) with Planters First with the interest rate 

of 2.05% in the amount of $450,000.00 

All in favor raise your hand – Voted 5 yes; Oppose none – Motion carries 

unanimously.  

 

Fifth:  Property Sale Bid 

  Mayor Horace Hudgins stated that the City received two bids. 

  He opened each bid. The first bid was from Renee Baker in the amount of  

$250,000.00 

  The second bid was from Brian Waller in the amount of $201,000.00 

  Mayor called for a motion.  

  Motion by Councilwoman Mona Paulk 2nd by Councilwoman Patrice Manley to  

accept the bid of $250,000.00 from Renee Baker. 

All in favor raise your hand – Voted 2 yes (Councilwoman Patrice Y.W. Manley  

and Councilwoman Mona Paulk), 3 opposes (Councilman Lemora Moses,  

Councilman Steven Hudson, and Councilwoman Claire Clayton-Stone) – Motion  

failed. 

 

  Council discussed the bidding. Council decided to advertise the property again in  

hope to get a better offer. 

Mayor called for a motion. 

Motion by Councilman Lemora Moses and 2nd by Councilwoman Claire Clayton- 
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Stone to advertise to sell the property again. The sealed bids will be opened at the  

March 1, 2022 Council meeting. 

All in favor raise your hand – Voted 4 yes; Opposes 1 (Councilwoman Patrice 

Y.W. Manley) – Motion carries 

 

Sixth:  Recommendation of Library Board 

Mayor Horace Hudgins read the letter requesting that Mrs. Helen Moses be
