District 5 Councilwoman Claire Clayton-Stone stated the pothole on 3™ and
Beech Street continuously needs work; there are dogs running loose in yards and
in Cumbee Park. She asked about the electrical power at the old Elementary
School for Prater Music Fest will be May 5 — 7, 2022.

Monday.

Councilman Lemora Moses introduced Mrs. Ruth Burch to speech on behalf of
the Northwest Cemetery Committee. Mrs. Burch stated that the entrance needs
some gravel and the grave markers need to be replaced.

Mayor Hudgins stated that we must research this.

Ms. Diane Anderson requested help to find her mother Ms. Ella Anderson
temporary housing while her home is being renovated through the CHIP Grant
Program.
