The 
ideal candidate will be able to work independently and will be able to perform duties in a safe and 
efficient manner. This position will be responsible for operating all of our equipment, including forklifts, 
power shovels, backhoes, etc. This position will report directly to the Director of Public Works. 
 
RESPONSIBILITIES: 

• Ensure equipment is working properly and safely 
• Identify equipment malfunctions to make necessary repairs 
• Monitor equipment during operation to ensure it is running smoothly 
• Adjust controls to achieve optimal performance (e.g. adjusting valves to adjust air pressure) 
• Check gauges and readings to confirm functionality 
• Check records to ensure proper operation of equipment and maintenance results are recorded properly 
• Perform routine maintenance on equipment (replacing parts, cleaning etc.) 
• Perform minor repairs when necessary (e.g. replacing broken blades) 
• Maintain all company property (e.g. tools) and report damage or defects to supervisor or manager 
• Ensure tools are properly set (e.g. blade angle) and removed from operation when needed 
• Perform safe work practices (e.g. by following OSHA safety rules) 
• Keep area clean and organized around machine during shifts 
• Report out-of-tasks or issues with other team members or supervisors; these roles include helping 

other team members with machine work when needed, maintaining a clean work environment, etc. 
• Follow regulations set PSC regarding Natural Gas
